Protocol for COVID
	If an athlete tests positive
	1. [bookmark: _Hlk112770171]Athlete will quarantine for 7 days. (Each team should create a quarantine plan for each athlete that is relative to their housing situation, ie; return home or make accommodations within current housing for proper distancing.)
2. Athlete will quarantine for 7 days and at least 24 hours must pass with no fever or the need to use fever reducing meds.
3. [bookmark: _Hlk112770283]Must test negative AFTER DAY 7, with a PCR or antigen COVID test before returning to their team activities. (no personal at home rapid tests allowed)
4. [bookmark: _Hlk112770302]Athlete can return to campus after day 5 (assuming they are symptom free) for classes only but must wear a mask through day 10. 
5. [bookmark: _Hlk112770313]Masks do not need to be worn when entering the ‘field/court of play’ after day 7 and after a negative COVID PCR/antigen test result. 
6. Must obtain a cardiac test and clearance prior to participation in their sport. (unless they have had one previously)


	Contact Tracing
	1. Contact tracing will be completed for anyone that tests positive. 
2. [bookmark: _Hlk112770378]Individuals identified in contact tracing (regardless of vaccination status) are recommended to wear a mask for 10 days from the date of exposure (except when entering the field of play)
3.  Bevin Hileman will conduct contact tracing for student-athletes
4. The Student Concerns Office will be contacted and COVID positive student-athletes ID’s will be deactivated for 5 days.
